Who can register?

How do | decide which package is right

To register with the College you need to be either fully or pro-
visionally registered with the General Medical Council
(GMC), employed in a UK training programme for General
Practice and in possession of a National Training Number,
provided by your Deanery. (but you can register without this).

When do | register?

You should register with the College as soon as you start your
training programme, or if you are already part-way through
your training and intending to sit a component of the
NMRCGP from August 2007. You will not be able to access
your ePortfolio, or sign up for the other nMRCGP assess-
ments until you register.

How do | register with the College?

You can register online via the College website by clicking on

Trainee Registration under The GP Journey on the left hand
side of the homepage. Alternatively, type this address into your
browser:

What if | get stuck?

Each field requiring information gives you tips on completing it.
Click on the question mark symbol adjacent to each section.

Tip 1: Read the instructions carefully

Tip 2: Follow the suggested format for entering data (especially dates)

Tip 3: You do not need a National Training Number to register - just
enter ‘Not Known'in that field

Tip 4: Enter your email address carefully as this is the main method of
communication from the College.
